The versatile former Blackpool player who moved
to the County Ground from the Bloomfield Road
Club in the ciose season of 1983, proved =
revelation in the Full Back role he fulfilled in the
second half of last season. Dave made 34 appear-
ances and three substitute appearances in the
Towns championship winn’ng line-up of last
S€ason.

CHRIS RAMSEY (Defender). Born 28/4/62.
The former Bristol City and Brighton Full Back
joined the County Ground staff on loan initially.
Lou Macari secured his permanent transfer in
December 1984. Chris who suffered an unfort-
unate injury while appearing in the 1983 Brighton
v. Manchester United F.A. Cup Final at Wembley,
made up for the disappointment of collecting a
losers medal by collecting a Fourth Division
Championship medal with Swindon Town last
season. Chris missed only three League matches
last season as Swindon collected their first
League title.

TIM PARKIN (Defender). Born 31/12/57.
Joined the County Ground staff from Bristol
Rovers in July for a Football League Tribunal fee
of £27,500 The 1tall commanding Central
Defender had made 219 Leagus appearances for
Rovers. Tim moved to the Bristal Club from
Malmo (Sweden). Rated at £50,000 by Bristol
Rovers prior to his move to Swindon, Tim had
been ‘Player of the Year' in successive seasons
with the former Eastville Club, He or’ginally made
his Football League debut with Blackburn Rovers
for whom he made 13 League appearances.

COLIN CALDERWOOD (Central Defender).
Born 20/1/65. Without doubt Colin proved to be
Lou Macari's outstanding signing as he built his
championship winning team in the summer of
1985. The former Mansfleld Town Defender
attracted a lot of attention from First Division
clubs last season with his brilliant displays.
Stranraer born, Colin, was the only Swindon
Town player to make the 46 maximum League
appearances as Swindon collected their first ever
League Championship title. Colin rightfully won
the ‘Player of the Year’ award in his first season
with the club.

CHRIS KAMARA (Midfield). Born 25/12/57.
Chris rejoined the club for a second spell in
Aug. 1985 from Brentford for a £12,500 transfer
fee. Absent through injury in the first half of last
season the former Portsmouth apprentice made
19 League appearances and cne as substitute,
scoring one League goal. Chris ‘s one of the few
players in the Football League to have played for

two League clubs in different spells—Portsmouth
and Swindon. Chris made 183 First Team appear-
ances in his first spell with the club.

STEVE WHITE (Striker). Born 2/1/59. Steve
was surprisingly given a free transfer at the end
of last season by Bristol Rovers. After scoring
sixteen goals for the former Eastville club last
season, Lou Macari fought off opposition from
several Third Division clubs to obtain his sign-
ature in July. Steve was in his second spell with
Rovers having been transferred to Luton Town
for a fee of £200,000 ‘n 1979. He later played
for Charlton Athletic before his return to Bristol
Rovers.

LEIGH BARNARD (Midfield). Born 29/10/58.
Leigh recaptured the form that he displayed in
his first season with the club after signing from
Portsmouth in July 1982 in the Town’s champion-
ship season. The previous season, Leigh had the
unusual distinction of playing for Exeter City
on loan against Swindon, while the situation was
reversed when the two clubs met in the return
fixture, Leigh then appearing for Swindon. Signed
on a free transfer from the Fratton Park club, his
enthusiastic approach has been a refreshing
attitude in previous seasons of struggle. Leigh
made 37 League appearances last season with
one as substitute scoring three goals. Leigh spent
a brief period on loan with Peterborough United
while with Portsmouth.

DAVE BAMBER (Striker). Born 1/2/58. Joined
the club from Portsmouth for a fee of £15,000 in
March 1986 after an initial period on loan.
Previously with Blackpocl, Walsall and Coventry
City, he brought a dimension to the team in the
final matches leading to the Fourth Division
Champ’onship that had perhaps been lacking
following Peter Coyne's early season injury. The
fact that he scored nine goals in the latter part of
last season contributed greatly to the clubs
championship title.

JIMMY GILLIGAN (Striker). Born 18/2/58.
Jimmy was the first of Lou Macari's summer
signings in his bid to strengthen his line-up in
preparation for Third Division soccer. Jimmy
moved to the County Ground in June for a
£31,500 transfer fee from Grimsby Town. Jimmy
had only been with the Blundell Park club for one
season following his £100,000 transfer in the
previous summer of 1985 from First Division
Watford. Jimmy who found his opportunities
limited at Vicarage Road due to the form of the
much vaunted Luther Blissett and John Barnes,
will, hopefully replace the goal scoring prowess
of the departed Colin Gordon, who moved to
Wimbledon, in the Town attack this season.
