A fair amount of coverage has recently
been given to the use of close circuit T V.
m football grounds.

The idea of videoing the terraces, isnot a
new one and has brought prosecutions in
the case of some Leeds “fans” involved in
the violence at Bradiord A step of this
nature should be applauded as it is an
attempt to eradicate trouble makers with-
out spoiling the sport for the genuine fan.
Other methods currently being used
seem o ignore those who provide foot-
ball with the vast maijority of its finances

and class them with the same sort of
disdain as the hooligans.

At.a ground like the County Ground with
little history of trouble, it is cilf"lm.il to feel
anything but sympathy for the person
who has to watch the ¢ o‘vd behawviour.
Two hours of Swindon fans chewing hot
dogs and drinking Bovril would hardly be
rivetiing viewing and if sound were to be
added the general level of conversation
it would send anyone to sleep anyway!
Far more disturbing though, is the sug-
gestion that the cameras should be

pointed at the pitich to record the
behaviour of players. If a referes and two
linesmen are not enough to conirol a
football match then the sport reslly has
reached its lowest ebb Though violent
mcidents on the piich do occasionally
n:cch an unacceptable level, 1t is difficult
to foresee a situation where close circuit
T V. would benefit the game.

A good testing ground for total surveill-

ance, would appear fo be the ground of
one of its strongest supporters.
The behaviour of some fans of that club
have brought the “Spy on the terrace”.
