Plymouth Argyle were founded in 1886
and until 1903, when they tormed profes-
sional, were known as Argyle Athletic
Club.

Ever since they have
fluctuated between the Second and Third
Divisions. Five times they have enjoyed
Second Division football at Home Park,
the best League position of fourth being
gained twice in seasons 1931/32 and 1952/
53.

Three League fitles wers gamed - Divi-

sion 3(S) in 1929/30 and 1852/53, and the
Division 3 crown in 1358/83.

Plymouth set up a record which may

never be equalied before landing that first

League title In sIX successive ssSs0nS
between 1821/22 and 1827 they incredibly
finished runners-up on each occasion

In the Football League Cup they have
been semi-finalists twice - 1385 and 1974

Itwastheruninthe FA Cup in ]%3.-?;4
that brought the Club to prominence again
After defeating Southend, in a replay in the
First Round, the Pilgrims battled they way
through & further seven games including

two replays, to join a select band of Clubs
from the Third Division who have reached
the semi-final of the competit:

However, the dresmofres
never materialised and they were narmowly
beaten 1-0 by Watford at Villa Park in front of
a crowd of 43,858 This -'i'cwgh_ had sparked
an upsurge in spectators at Home Park and
under Manager Dave Smith the Club went
from strength to strength

In 1985/B6 they fimshed as runners-up in
Division 3 to Reading to gain promotion back
to the Second Division. At one stage in 1985/
87 they loaked to be on course to the Fost
Division, but in the end fimished seventh to
just miss out on the promotional play-ofis

Last seascn, though, they struggled and
finished in 16th place. Dave Smith moved on
to Dundes in the summer and former Norwich
boss Ken Brown was appointed as his
replacement

To date he hss lifted the side to just above
a mid-table position

B BOXING DAY TALE

It was Boxing Day, snow and frost
coverad the pitch of Fourth Division
side, Blackstafi Rovers. The local
derby game with arch rivals Tunberry
United, was in doubt and awaited a
referee’s inspection at eleven o'clock
that very morming.

It was an important game, Rovers
languished at the bottom of the table
and looked in grave danger of losing
their Barclays League status For
United though, life could not be betier,
they had not yet lost a L.eague match
and locked easily capable of eclipsing
the points record set in 1885 by some
Wiltshire side — the name of which
escapes me at present.

So both sides were exira keen or
the game to go ahead. Blackstaff des-
perately needed the cash a large
crowd would attract The referee
arrived +tc be greeted by both
Managers — Doug Builit, the dour
Scotsman in charge of Rovers and
Geoffi Shilling, the guiet spoken
English boss of Tunberry.

The ground staff had worked es-
pecially hard and ther efiorts were
rewarded when Kelvin Mortar, from
Norfolk, passed the pitch fit for play.
THe news was quickly flashed around
the area by means of the local radio
station- W.RGMF and anticipation
rose around the pubs and the clubs of
the town of Blackstafl

Meanwhile, Bullit set about the task
of selecting lis side from justten fit first
teamers and two or three young lads
on Youth Oppormunity schemes. One of
them, Roy Duff, was just sixteen but a
great prospect, but was he ready?

Bullit decided he wasand threw himin
at the deep end in the number 9 shirt.

Shilling, on the other hand, had no
such problems and kept the same side
that had won their last five League
games, a side which included Paul
Starr the highly rated midfield player
on the verge of a2 move to the First
Division.

Surely Rovers stood no chance
against Tunberry, they would do well
t0 keep the scoreline respeciable and
Bullit knew it. But he wasn't going to let
his feelings get through to his players
and gave his usual impsassioned {eam
talk just before kick-off

The two sides ren out t0 a great
recephon from the large, noisy but
friendly crowd. Roy Duff looked arcund
him, it was something the like of which
he'd not experienced before m his
young hfe. He wasexcited by itand felt
that this was going to be his day. The
match kicked off and Tunberry attacked
straight away, dnven on by Starr who
elegantly moved that ball forward It
was an incisive pass by him which led
to the first goal The maich st six
minutes old when Jim Phippsranonto
Starr’s pass and found the net

A game which locked difficult for
Blackstaff now looked almost impos-
sible especially as Tonbermnry scored
twice more before hali-time,

The second half began with the flood-
lights on, the surface was becoming
trickier as the night frost fooka hold —it
was then that Roy Duff felt the maagic
flow throngh his body. He beat three
men on one run, twishng and turning
before crossing for veteran sinker
Alan Rowland to score with a powerful

header. The Rovers fans began to stir
on the ageing St Anne’s terraces.

Duff then cracked home a second
from twenty yards to send Blackstaffs
fans crazy, could a miracle happen or
is it only Leicester City who make
three goal recoveries aided by East
Anglian referees? The youngster wasn't
finished and was brought down outside
the box for a free kick Former First
Division player George West knew
enough to float the ball into the corner
of the net —the crowd were delinicus—
local radio commentator, Rick Organ
was beside himseslf screaming mto the
microphone and there were still ten
minutes left

But they were ticking by and despite
pressure Rovers just could not get the
winner. That is untl the last minute
when Duff did his stuff once more.

He set off on another maze like run,
leaving players in his wake before
advancing into the United penalty area
He chipped to the far post the most
delightful cross to the head of Rowiand
who rose majestically 10 head home.

Pandemonium ensued, Duff was car-
ried off the field on the shouldersof his
team mates in front of the astonished
and emoticnal Boxing Day crowd -
they would never see the like again.

Rovers never won another game
that season, Tunberry won the Cham-
pionship but those present at St Anme's
that day would forever remember the
headline in the local paper the follow-
ing day, ‘Christmas Starr Ecliped by
Plum Duff

1 believe 1t is guite wrong to imply that football clubs
have not done enough to ehminate mouble from within
their grounds Many clubs cperate voluntary member-
ship schemes and have invested in other ads such as
closed circuit television

My local club discussed the hooligen problem mwo
years ago. and as a resull implemented a seventy
percent membership scheme the cost of which was
borne by the club and an issue of membership cards ata
cost of fifty pence each The records ensure thataperson
can be ssued with only cne card, and thisischecked by
police and stewards on eny o the ground Offenders
have their cards taken away and cannot gain entry until
such timeas deemed necessary.

The fundamental simplicity of the system and the ease
with which It operates has resulted 1n an ssue of over
itwelve thousand cards and has vmtually elminated
trouble among home supporters

The club has also spent a agret deal of money 1=
furbishing areas declared not up to standard required by
new safety regulations

This. together with the simple membership scheme
rmakes the football ground a safer place to be than many
other areas of the own

Your inconvenient and very expensive proposals will
do litle to improve upon the siuanon Morover, o
enforce checks with a national computer on young and
old alike could nsk driving away the very people that the
sport needs.

This is certainly not the British way of doing things. and
one would hope not the way of 2 Consarvative Govern-
ment.
